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Å Social media engagement opportunities



Å The library has a dedicated Engagement Group made up of 

staff from different library teams.

Å The group hold monthly meetings to discuss and plan events.

Å The group are in charge of ordering resources for events and 

making practical arrangements.



Å Risk assessments need to be completed for each event

Å Space where event will be held needs to be appropriate 

Å Costs - supplies needed, rental fees etc

Å Are tickets required? Depends on popularity of event

Å Staffing of events - include other University teams

Å Promotion of event and signage i.e. social media, posters etc



Å Communicate with other library teams i.e. Customer Service Team

Å Event specific considerations - animal phobias

Å Take photos of events for future promotions

Å Consent forms - for any photos taken of students

Å Weekly knitting/crochet sessions

Å Requires staff member who can 

teach that skill

Å Attracts regular attendees

Å Open to beginners and students 

who can already knit/crochet
